6. Lacey Luxton reviewed the treasurer’s report. At the last meeting the balance in the checking account at Richland County Bank was $306,757.07. Payroll total was $2,498.18. Bills paid were $24,973.94, transfer to The People’s Community Bank Checking of $100,000.00, QuickBooks Error Correction (double invoiced) of $600.00, and deposits were $3,495.00. Leaving a balance in the Richland County Bank checking account of $182,179.95. The starting balance in The People’s Community Bank checking account was $100,000.00. Bills paid were $28.03 and deposit of interest credit of $128.05. Leaving a balance in The People’s Community Bank checking account of $100,100.02. The balance of the money market account at WCCU was $306,472.58. Interest correction deposit of $1,541.09 and deposit of interest credit of $1,677.88. Transfer the balance of the WCCU Money Market account to The People’s Community Bank Money Market Account of $309,691.55. Leaving a balance in the WCCU Money Market account of $0.00. Dustin Twining has been added to the fire department and 5 members have completed driver operator class. Dance letters were sent out for fund raising. There has been fire prevention in the schools last week and this week highlighting cooking safety. Received a banner from State Farm for fire prevention and cooking safety. Attended emergency management meeting at EOC on planning for the county big events. Smoke detector program continues with calls for assistance in homes. Participated in RC homecoming, Ithaca homecoming, Boaz, and Night parades. Open house for pumpkin fest and will be handing out pumpkins. UTV fuel pump went out and air compressor broke as well. Discussion on drone call charges and coroner lift assist charges.
