At the last meeting the balance in the checking account at the Richland County Bank was $182,179.95. Bills paid were $2,405.39 and a total of $150,000 transferred to The People’s Community Bank checking account. Leaving a balance in the Richland County Bank checking account of $29,774.56. The balance of the Money Market account at The People’s Community Bank at the last meeting was $309,799.72. Total interest credit was $1,118.25 leaving a balance of $310,917.97. The balance of the Vehicle Replacement account at The People’s Community Bank at the last meeting was $185,525.05. Total interest credit was $669.67 leaving a balance of $186,194.72.
